Know Your Alphabet

The game of scrabble is used as a metaphor to genetic research where one tries to decipher the
genetic code. The alphabets A,T,C,G represent DNA nucleotide bases adenine, thymine, cytosine and
guanine respectively which are responsible for carrying the code for protein synthesis. The arrangement
of these letters into words and how they join to one another is analogous to the arrangement of
bases in genetic research.
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Submissions may be entered by individuals and by groups; the contest is open to anyone regardless
of age, sex or nationality, except for employees and immediate family and household members
of the Singapore Science Centre and the Agency for Science, Technology & Research (“Organisers”).

Entries must be original works that have not been previously published nor publicly displayed.
Works that have won prizes in any other competitions in any nature are not eligible for entry.

Entrants must be the creator of the submitted work, holding full copyright ownership.
Submitted works must be digitally processed according to specifications.

All entrants must complete all required data requested on the entry form. Incomplete or
inaccurate entry forms will not be accepted.

Entrants shall bear all expenses incidental to submitting work.

Although all possible care will be taken in handling all entries to the extent of practicable, the
Organisers cannot assume responsibility for any loss or damage to the entries.

No entries will be returned and no notification of receipt will be made.
The prizes are as stated and no cash alternatives will be offered.
The judges’ decision is final and no correspondence will be entertained.

Copyright to the entries belongs to its respective creator. However, each entrant expressly
aggress that the organisers may publish, reproduce, display, exhibit, show, print or distribute
in any media, such entries, as well as each prize-winning entrant’s name, image and likeness,
for purposes of promotion and public relations for the competition (including its future sequels)
and its result, at no charge, anywhere in the world, in perpetuity.

The organisers reserve the right to retain entries on file for possible future use. Any works used
will be credited to the creator.
